Discussion

On Expansion:

Heather DeVore discussed how the implementation of SAVRAA legislation has already changed the response to patients and that delayed care has been an unintended consequence. In the last week there was a situation in which there were multiple survivors at the same time, so the wait time for patients to see their advocate was multiplied, which delayed care and the police interview.

Jenn Pollitt-Hill noted that a pool of advocates from different organizations wouldn’t be logistically possible because their needs to be a single place to call to initiate the advocate response.  Whatever standard comes out of this, the current advocates need to be grandfathered in.

The group discussed sharing the Task Force’s work with survivors for comment before finalizing anything.
